Peru Police Department

The Peru Police Department saw an overall decline in crime, automobile accidents, and property damage with an increase in arrests and K9 deployments. The PPD also received $14,685 in grants to obtain bulletproof vests and to continue in the department’s participation in the state-wide Operation Pull Over program.

With the continuing epidemic of heroin, officers used Narcan nine times to help save lives of people dealing with issues of heroin use.

Peru Street and Sanitation Department 

The Peru Street and Sanitation Department worked with the city administration in 2018 to receive $500,000 in matching grant funds to pave city streets in 2019. Drivers and heavy equipment operators also worked a combined 376 hours clearing and hauling vegetation and debris from the old CSX property, which will be the new home of the Miami County YMCA. The street department also removed and hauled away 52 loads of sidewalk concrete for residents at no cost to the homeowners. Dave Thorpe was appointed as the new Street Supervisor in 2018.

Traffic Department

The City of Peru Traffic Department worked with many local non-profits to provide cones and barricades for 32 separate events in 2018. The Traffic Department also worked with the Building Department to place signage and surveillance cameras in key areas to discourage illegal dumping.  All damaged and vandalized signs were replaced, all pertinent roads were striped, and intersections were repainted with crosswalks and stop bars where applicable.

Peru Animal Control 
The City of Peru Animal control worked with the community to provide low-cost vaccination clinics partnering with Purdue’s Priority for Paws program to spay and neuter shelter dogs and feral cats. The PACC is also currently working on a Trap Neuter Release (TNR) program for feral cats.
